DAILY SUBSISTENCE ALLOWANCE 

 
Participants whose travel is sponsored by ESCAP will be provided by return economy air 
ticket and daily subsistence allowance (DSA) at the established United Nations rate to cover 
hotel accommodation and other miscellaneous expenses. In order to facilitate the payment     
of DSA, eligible participants are requested to submit boarding passes to the ESCAP 
Subregional Office for North and Central Asia staff in the conference room. 
 

ACCOMMODATION 

 

ESCAP has block-booked double standard rooms at the Aurora Hotel for participants from     
4 to 8 September 2017 at the rate of US $64 net per night. Please note that participants are 
responsible for payment directly to the hotel of all expenses incurred by them, including 
room charges and other expenses, such as for local and long-distance telephone calls, 
business centre use, laundry, room service and mini-bar items, as well as restaurant and bar 
services. Kindly note that meals (breakfast, lunch, dinner and coffee breaks) will be 
provided by ESCAP on the days of meeting only.
