Non-tariff measures (NTMs) are  °
broadly defined as policy

measures other than ordinary
customs tariffs that can potentially
have an economic effect on
international trade in goods,
changing quantities traded, or
prices or both (UNCTAD, 2012).

Include Sanitary and phytosanitary .
(SPS) measures, Technical barriers
to trade (TBT), licensing, rules of
origin, subsidies, quotas,
prohibitions, government
procurement restricts, etc.

Key messages / Kntouesblie coobLeHus

 Agricultural sector attract the most
NTMs, covering nearly 100 % of imports.

* Manufacturing and natural resources
sectors attract relatively fewer measures

* This, however, pales in comparison
with their major trading partners (e.g.
China, EU, Russia), where
manufacturing, as well as natural
resources are also heavily regulated.

* Even in agriculture, the prevalence
score — average of number of NTMs
faced by products — are substantially
higher in SPECA members’ major trading
partners.

* Reasons for NTMs include:
— protecting economic and social stability;

— protecting domestic producers and
consumers;

— increasing domestic production;

— increasing competitiveness of domestic and
export products.

* There are cases where SPS measures
and TBTs are clearly used for the
purposes of restricting trade for
economic or political reasons

e TBT and SPS regulations are often not
in line with international standards in
some countries.

* There is a lack of mutual harmonization of
standards

* Existing systems of mutual recognition of
conformity procedures and certificates are
either underdeveloped or lacking

* The GOST standards for SPS and TBTs have
a very different approach to standard
setting compared to those of
internationally recognized standards

* Procedural Obstacles related to NTMs are
widespread

* NTMs are not all inherently “bad”, but no
research to evaluate the beneficial impact

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Results of a survey of participants (Geneva, 2018)

Most countries report that local NTM information is
available on websites

However, some countries do not have a unified portal

Fewer still have information to help exporters about
partner-countries’ NTMs

Most countries report that they carry out public-private
consultation before enaction new regulations

Countries reported difficulties in addressing standards
that higher than international standards, as well as non-
technical regulation

EEU members harmonized regulations, but there is no
100% clarity



ESCAP/UNCTAD NTM data collection in North and Central Asia

* Azerbaijan
—  Started in November 2018
—  Currently third stage of the data collection process

— So far we have found 48 regulations containing NTMs
— 29 of the 48 regulations (60%) adopted in 2018

— These regulations contain 292 NTMs
— 251 NTMs (86%) fall under Chapter A
— 27 Chapter B

— The found NTMs affect about 1100 "products"

— 30 NTMs affects products groups (food, plant, etc.)
— Some NTMs affects products at 2 digit level

— All NTMs affect the World (no affected country specified)
— Very few of the NTMs (regulations) have specified objective
— NTM data collection will be finished in April 2019



ESCAP/UNCTAD NTM data collection in North and Central Asia

Tajikistan (updating data)

38 relevant regulations have been identified, reviewed and
classified

about 90 measures for different products have been identified
and classified

Several relevant government agencies have been visited to obtain
and clarify information

Tajikistan extensively uses of Technical Barriers to Trade (TBTs)
across a wide range of sectors.

Sanitary and Phytosanitary Measures (SPS) are the next most
extensively used NTM by Tajikistan.

Tajikistan currently undergoing reforms and harmonizing
legislation and practice in line with the provisions of the
Agreement on Trade Facilitation. Therefore, number of the NTM
measures could change rapidly



ESCAP/UNCTAD NTM data collection in North and Central Asia

* Armenia
— Started in February 2019

—  Close collaboration with Food Safety Inspection Body of the
Government of the Republic of Armenia and other agencies

— Results expected in May 2019

—  Workshop in Yerevan in mid-June 2019 to present findings to
government agencies
